The quality of education altimstely
depends on the quality of teachers. To developing teacher competency and skills a variety ol
programmes and activities are given 1o students to give pecess o wider experiences and
exposures. With specifically developed experiences amd activitics, this will help to improve
the competencies and abilities in a voriety of functional domains. The aclivities, experiences
thut come under various domains are described.

1. Drganicing Learning (Lesson Plan)

Organizing Leoming is implemented throegh Discussion, Denponstmtion, Crilicism and
Microteaching lessons. These form an important par of the B.Ed. curmculum s they allows
mrospective teachers to develop their teaching skills and strotegies. Through discussion
lessons, B.Ed. students can keam hanw io facilicale. conversations and encoarge ontical
thinking among their future sudems, In BEd programmes, disiussion lesons, criticism
lessons and demonstration lessons can be wied to explore a wide ranpe of educational wopics,
inchuding teaching methods, curriculum development, classroom management, and =ludem
azsessment. BLEd swdents may also pamicipate in discossions thie focus on social and
cultural issues that affect education, such as diversity. equity, and inclusion, During
discussion lessons, criticism lessons and demonstration lessons, the B.ED students work in
groups or participate in whobe- class discussions. These can be npssessed in a wariely of wavs,
such as through writien reflections. peer evaluitions. or teacher feedback, Ity participating in
these lessons, the stodents ¢an develop their communication skills, leam how 1o listen
actively, and gain a-deeper understanding of educationn issucs

onc the implementation of microleaching practices helps o equip the prospective teachers in
developing their teaching skills Through this, the studemt leachers can master 8 mumber of

For developing teacher compelencies, Criticism  classas, Microieaching classes,
School Induction and School Intemship are conducted. The School [nduction Programime
{school initiatory experience) is conducted during Semester 3 This is conducted with (e sole
purpose of providing the student-teachers an opportunity to have primary experences with
the functioning of the school. This sehool atachment programime gives them an opportunity
to acquaint with the school environment and their day-to-day functioning. [he programme
includes such activities &8 abservation of lessons of sentior teachers individually or in small
groups, meeting the ctudents informally 1o feam their background and interest in learning. o
see the learning fcilities in the school, observing the social climate i the school, ete. The
dudent-teachers arc made 1o maimiain a detailed diary 45 record of the visit. After the
initiatory school experiences. 8 reflection session is also organized in the college. . School
internship is organized in close supervision of the college with effective co-operation from
practicing schools, The aption For practice teaching achools is [irst collected and the
permission leuer for practice teaching is handed over 1o the Head Master of the school. Then,
Sehool Visit for portion and timetable collection is conducted, followed by School Internship.

For that,
several ICT training programmes, and relevant works like Blog creation, updating biogs,
presentations made by students, digital peofile making, concepl mapping, video scripting. -
content development etc. are conducted. which help them o become technologically skilled
ieachers. In 1CT integrated classrooms, lechnology s used to enhance the leaming experience
for students. This includes the wse of digital devices such as compuiers, and smartphones, &5
well us software and applications that allow for inferactive and multimedia-based learmning.
Teachers also use online resources and platforms 1o supplement their lessons and provide
additional learning opportunities for students, By integrating 1CT in clissrooms, the H_kd
students can help prepare themselves as the school students for the digital world and ensure
that they are equipped with the skills they need 1o sueceed in the 217 century, Mareover, this
integration can also help teachers 1o personalize leaning experiences for students, meneasc
engagement, and facilitate collsboration amony  students. Thus, technology use and
integration are mostly done through ICT integrated classes, online classes, recorded, and use

ol zocial media.
